


WHAT IS THE FAMILY AND
PROVIDER SUPPORT PROGRAM?

The Family and Provider Support
Program provides trained early
childhood mental health
professionals who consult with
child care providers and parents
to support toddlers and
preschool children who are
experiencing behavioral and
emotional challenges in their child
care settings. Sometimes these
challenges may put young
children at risk of expulsion from
the child care setting.

The Family and Provider Support
Program is designed to reduce
expulsions and increase the
number of families and child care
providers who successfully
nurture the social and emotional
development of children, ages 0-
5,inlicensed child care programs.
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HOW DOES THIS PROGRAM WORK?

When child care providers and
parents have mutual concerns
about a child’s behavior, including
social and emotional skills, a
request for service from FPSP
(Family and Provider Support
Program) may be sent to the 4C
office. Once a request for service
has been received, the child care
provider will be contacted and a
date and time for an initial
observation set.

WHAT DOES THE FAMILY AND
PROVIDER SUPPORT PROGRAM
OFFER?

v Observation and assessment

v/ Child care center visits

v'Home visits when appropriate

v/ Development of a programmatic
and home-based action plan

/Community referrals as appropriate

Consultation includes
prevention and intervention
strategies that are strength-
based, child-centered and
family-focused, culturally
sensitive and relationship-
based.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

Any child under the age of
five years old who is enrolled
in a licensed child care
setting in Genesee and
Lapeer County, and s
experiencing behavioral,
emotional or social
difficulties is eligible.
